I have just been trying to speak to Limavady and tell Isobel but the Exchange tell me that Limavady communication is closed after 8 oclock.

I hear that one of my aunts has knit two head garments, one for me and the other for my dearest and unequaled chum Gordon.  I shall let you see it before I send it to him.

Father is very sorry that Gordon and I were not sent together and has greatly cheered me up by telling me that we are almost sure to meet in France.  Now as this is the only thing for which I live I trust it will soon come to pass.

I am going to have quite a busy time visiting my relations.

I am preparing a very long and detailed letter for Gordon as I have made up my mind that it is my duty, and always will be, to let him know everything I do and know.

Now rest yourself Mrs Smyth, if you will allow me to give you this advice, and do not overwork yourself.  Will see you on Tuesday Ev[enin]g.  Kindest regards to all.
