before the end of the session. You should bring revision materials if there is 
time to revise before an exam.

from 12.30-1.10 pm for those who require it. 
 

 The PM session begins at 1.15 pm and ends at 2.30 pm. 
 

 PM exams, including those for pupils with extra time, finish five minutes 
before the end of the session.

Private Study until 3.30 pm.
